Improvisation

Improvisation is about making up your own
tunes on the spot.

When someone improvises, they make up their
own tune that has never been heard before. It
is not written down and belongs to them.
Everyone can improvise!

Use the improvisation tracks provided. Improvise
using the three challenges:

1. Clap and Improvise - Listen and clap back, then
listen and clap your own answer (rhythms of words).
2. Sing, Play and Improvise - Use voices and
instruments, listen and sing back, then listen and
play your own answer using one or two notes.

3. Improvisel - Take it in turns to improvise using
onhe or two hotes.
